	· The goal of this program is to help you graduate from high school and transfer to employment services.

· You must complete an assessment with your Education Counselor and write an Education Plan (EP) that leads toward graduation
· Your 60 month time clock stops while you are in this program, unless you are in sanction

· You must be enrolled in school for a minimum of 30 hours per week unless part-time school is approved by your Education Counselor and written in your EP

· Wages earned do not count against your grant unless you are in sanction

· You must turn in monthly school attendance reports to your Education Counselor

· You must provide a copy of your grades or progress toward graduation at the end of each quarter


	· The goal of this program is to help you obtain full-time employment and leave MFIP.

· You must complete an assessment with your Employment Counselor and develop an Employment Plan (EP) that leads toward full time employment
· Your 60-month time clock is ticking whether you are in sanction or not

· You must have a plan that includes full-time (40 hours per week) work activities.

· If you decide to return to school you will be transferred back to the MFIP Education Program

· Wages earned count against your grant

· You must turn-in monthly time-tracking sheets to your Employment Counselor

· You must meet with your Employment Counselor every 3 months to review your plan
