Hennepin County, in partnership with the City of Minneapolis, plans to reconstruct Cedar Avenue (County Road 152) 
between Lake Street (County Road 3) and 24th Street East in 2026.  

In preparation for the project, the county launched an engagement process with the communities in Little Earth 
and East Phillips to better understand concerns and needs to inform a community-focused design. With the help of your 
feedback the project team has now selected an initial concept and will continue to engage with stakeholders to provide 
information on what to expect ahead of anticipated start of construction.

Cedar Avenue was last reconstructed nearly 60 years ago and is nearing the end of its useful life. We need to reconstruct 
the roadway because routine maintenance activities such as overlays and crackseals are no longer cost e�ective in 
preserving the road.  

Hennepin County is working with community to redesign Cedar Avenue to be a safer and more accessible roadway that 
accommodates a range of modes and re�ects city and county design guidance and the community who use it every day.
