Bylaws

Roles

Provide expertise and multiple view points on biking and walking around the county

Guide the implementation of a pedestrian and bicycle transportation plans.
Provide collective feedback on projects, programs and polices following guiding principles based on the
adopted pedestrian and bicycle plans and developed by the group. These principles should be reaffirmed

every two years.

Responsibilities

The BAC will meet monthly. Regular meeting dates, times, and locations will be set by the membership.
Quorum will be 1/2 of voting membership.

All BAC meetings are open to the public.

Three (3) unexcused absences from regular meetings during a calendar year may result in a
recommendation from the committee for membership termination to the appointing commissioner.
The BAC will be staffed by Hennepin County Public Works.

The Chair, Vice Chair, and any other officers will be selected by the committee bi-annually with the
appointment of members.

Agendas will be set by the Chair, in consultation with Public Works, posted online at least three days in
advance of regularly scheduled meetings, and approved by the membership. BAC members will fully
participate in all meeting agenda items and be prepared to ride during summer meetings.

At a minimum, the BAC will provide a summary report of activities each year to the Hennepin County

Board of Commissioners.
